RESOURCES
We drew on a wide range of web based resources which were generally much more informative than mainstream media channels, and most importantly included places where the voices of the Palestinians could be heard ( in English). Below are listed just some of those which we found to be of value.

Furthermore, You Tube carries a number of clips of life in the West Bank, including from within the refugee camps. By typing in Balata Camp for example, you can get to see many moving images.

Palestinian Voices

The Electronic Intifada: The Electronic Intifada (EI), found at electronicIntifada.net, publishes news, commentary, analysis, and reference materials about the Israeli-Palestinian Conflict from a Palestinian perspective. EI is the leading Palestinian portal for information about the Israeli-Palestinian conflict and its depiction in the media.
Palestine Monitor: The Palestine Monitor (palestinemonitor.org) has been recognized as a dynamic and independent voice of Palestinians living under occupation. Alongside rigorously researched news and updates, information, fact sheets and regular political analysis, it also publishes first hand eye-witness accounts of life in these occupied territories. These are the voices of ordinary Palestinians surviving under extraordinary circumstances.

The Palestine Information Centre: The Palestinian Information Center (http://www.palestine-info.co.uk) is an independent Palestinian organization, established first in Arabic on 1st December 1997. The English language site was launched on 1st January 1998.PIC aims to promote awareness about Palestine, the Palestinians and the Palestinian issue and to balance the often distorted picture presented in the mainstream media.
Defence for Children International – Palestine Section: DCI-PS (http://www.dci-pal.org/english/) is an excellent source of material on Palestinian children and young people under occupation, including settler violence and imprisonment and torture.
Badil  BADIL Resource Centre for Palestinian Residency and Refugee Rights is an independent, community-based non-profit organization mandated to defend and promote the rights of Palestinian refugees. Our vision, missions, programs and relationships are defined by our Palestinian identity and the principles of international law, in particular international human rights law. Addameer. Addameer (Arabic for conscience) Prisoners Support and Human Rights Association is a Palestinian non-governmental, civil institution which focuses on human rights issues. Established in 1992 by a group of activists interested in human rights, the center's activities focus on offering support for Palestinian prisoners, advocating the rights of political prisoners, and working to end torture through monitoring, legal procedures and solidarity campaigns. MachsomWatch. In existence since 2001, is an organisation of peace activist Israeli women against the Israeli Occupation of the territories and the systematic repression of the Palestinian nation. They call for Palestinian freedom of movement within their own territory and for an end to the Occupation that destroys Palestinian society and inflicts grievous harm on Israeli society. B'Tselem  The Israeli Information Center for Human Rights in the Occupied Territories was established in 1989 by a group of academics, attorneys, journalists, and Knesset members. It endeavors to document and educate the Israeli public and policymakers about human rights violations in the Occupied Territories, combat the phenomenon of denial prevalent among the Israeli public, and help create a human rights culture in Israel. It has published scores of reports covering most kinds of human rights violations that have occurred in the Occupied Territories. The reports have dealt, for example, with torture, fatal shootings by security forces, restriction on movement, expropriation of land and discrimination in planning and building in East Jerusalem, administrative detention, and settler violence.
